- Prefer + sustantivo: I prefer coffee. (Prefiero café) 

- Prefer + verbo con -ing: I prefer reading. (Prefiero leer) 

- Prefer + to + verbo base: I prefer to walk. (Prefiero caminar) 

- Prefer + sustantivo/verbo + to + sustantivo/verbo: I prefer tea to coffee. / I prefer 

walking to driving. 

 

Forma negativa: 

- I don’t prefer... (No es muy común, se prefiere usar 'like better') 

  Ejemplo: I like pizza better than pasta. 

 

Tercera persona: 

- He/She prefers...
