Explicación (nivel A1 desde cero) 

El verbo 'to be' significa 'ser' o 'estar' en español. 

Es uno de los verbos más importantes del inglés y se usa para: 

- decir el nombre de alguien → I am Marta. (Soy Marta) 

- decir la edad → She is 20 years old. (Ella tiene 20 años) 

- hablar de la profesión → He is a doctor. (Él es médico) 

- decir dónde estás → We are at school. (Estamos en la escuela) 

- describir estados → They are tired. (Están cansados) 

 

Formas del verbo 'to be' en presente: 

Afirmativa: 

- I am / You are / He is / She is / It is / We are / They are 

Ejemplos afirmativos: 

- I am a teacher. (Yo soy profesor/a) 

- You are my friend. (Tú eres mi amigo/a) 

- He is at home. (Él está en casa) 

- We are students. (Nosotros somos estudiantes) 

 



 

Negativa: 

- I am not / You are not (aren’t) / He is not (isn’t) / She isn’t / It isn’t / We aren’t / They 

aren’t 

Ejemplos negativos: 

- I am not tired. (No estoy cansado/a) 

- She is not at work. / She isn’t at work. (Ella no está en el trabajo) 

- They are not happy. / They aren’t happy. (Ellos no están felices) 

 

Interrogativa: 

- Am I...? / Are you...? / Is he...? / Is she...? / Are we...? / Are they...? 

Ejemplos interrogativos: 

- Are you a student? (¿Eres estudiante?) 

- Is he your brother? (¿Él es tu hermano?) 

- Am I correct? (¿Estoy en lo correcto?) 

- Are we late? (¿Llegamos tarde?) 

 

Resumen: 

- “am” solo se usa con “I” 

- “is” se usa con “he, she, it” 

- “are” se usa con “you, we, they” 

- Para hacer la forma negativa, añadimos 'not' 

- Para hacer preguntas, ponemos el verbo al principio.
