Las preposiciones de tiempo en inglés se utilizan para indicar cuándo sucede una acción o 

evento. Permiten especificar momentos, días, fechas, partes del día, etc. 

 

Las más comunes son: 

 **At**: se usa con horas, expresiones fijas de tiempo y festividades – I wake up **at** 7 

o’clock. / We meet **at** noon. 

 **On**: se usa con días específicos y fechas – I was born **on** Monday. / The party is 

**on** July 10th. 

 **In**: se usa con meses, años, siglos, partes del día y períodos largos – She travels **in** 

December. / He was born **in** 1990. 

 

 Expresiones comunes: 

**At night**, **at the weekend**, **on Christmas Day**, **in the morning**, **in 

summer**, etc.
